Bachelor of Circumpolar Studies is an in-
tegrated online program of the UArctic and
the University of Nordland (Bodg, Norway).
The program has been implemented in
NArFU since 2004 and includes study of
the current challenges in the circumpolar
region, peoples and cultures of the High
North, natural environment and northern
resources, history and policy of the Nordic
states. Upon completion of the program
NArFU graduates also get the University
of Nordland diploma and the University of
the Arctic diploma in addition to the NArFU
diploma within the chosen field of studies.
Nowadays there are 97 program graduates
from NArFU.

International semester programs are
very popular with both foreign and Russian
students. Such programs have been devel-
oped to meet the European requirements.
The programs are taught in English by for-
eign and Russian teachers. Representa-
tives from business and authorities are also
invited to deliver lectures during education.
The training process includes team-work,
business-cases, seminars arranged in the
premises of companies and authorities.

Every year more than 80 foreign stu-
dents and 30 NArFU students participate
in the English-taught semester programs.
